Tuition:

Tuition for each session is due prior to the first day of class. To receive the “Early Bird” discount, tuition must
be paid two weeks prior to the start of the next session. Please see the back of a brochure for the most current
session schedule and Early Bird deadline dates. No child will be allowed to participate in class if their tuition
has not been received. Tuition is nonrefundable once a student has attended the first class.

Make-Up and lliness:

If your child cannot attend a class (for iliness or other reasons) please notify the gym 24 hrs. in advance and a
make-up class will be scheduled. The make-up class must be scheduled within the same session. Once
a make-up class has been scheduled it may not be rescheduled. We do not offer tuition discounts in
place of make-up classes. |If you intend to be absent for an extended period of time (2 or more weeks),
please fill out a vacation slip in the office and we will assist you in scheduling make-up classes during the
remaining portion of the session.

Punctuality:

Please arrive 5 minutes prior to class time. Every class begins with a warm-up time. Warm-ups are an
extremely important part of the your child’s workout and when done properly may reduce the risk of injuries. If
your child arrives late and misses any portion of the warm-up it will be up to the coach to determine
whether or not your child can participate that day. Make-ups will not be scheduled for late arrivals.

Dress Policy:

Our dress policy is enforced for your child’s safety. Proper attire ensures that our coaches will be able to assist
your child safely in learning his or her gymnastics or tumbling skills. Girls: Leotards, unitards or stretch shorts
with a tucked in shirt. ALL SHIRTS MUST COVER YOUR STOMACH - NO MIDRIFFS. Sweats may also be
worn. Bare feet or gym shoes only. No zippers, buttons, or snaps. Absolutely no jewelry. Long hair must be
pulled back off the face and above the shoulders. Boys: Jerseys or T-shirts tucked in with shorts or sweats.
Bare feet or gym shoes only. No zippers, buttons, or snaps. Absolutely no jewelry. Long hair must be pulled
back off the face.

General Gym Rules:

All students need to store their clothing and shoes in the cubbies provided. Do not leave items lying around on
the floor. Please remember that the gym is NOT responsible for lost or stolen items, so do not leave valuables
in the cubbies. Children must wait for their coach to call them out onto the gym floor. No child is allowed on
the gym floor without a coach. Parent, guests and siblings MAY NOT walk out onto the gym floor. During
class, all guest may watch from the viewing area/lobby. PARENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR
CHILDREN. DO NOT LEAVE YOUR CHILDREN UNATTENDED IN THE VIEWING AREA OR IN THE
LOBBY. THIS INCLUDED THE SIBLINGS OF GYMNASTS. All food and drinks must be kept off the gym
floor, including water bottles. Breaks are provided during class for eating and drinking.

Emergency Services:
