There are, however, several important parking issues that we would 
like the share with you so that your experience here is as positive as 
possible: 
 
1) IEGA’s main parking lot is behind our building, where there are 28 
parking spaces, including those on the left side of the trash dumpsters.  
We would like to ask that, whenever possible, to keep the front parking 
spaces free so that parents can drop their children off at the door 
before parking. 
 
2) Please do not park directly across from our building in the reserved 
parking spots. Our neighbors are often in and out of their building very 
quickly and we want to respect their parking spaces.  
 
3) Parking on the street is not allowed and the City of San Bernardino 
will ticket.  However in the evenings, after 6:00, and on the weekends 
our neighbors across the street at 268 and 270 W. Orange Show Lane 
have both said that we may park in their lots.
